Health Forms

Tip: Those who are attending a high adventure camp this summer (i.e. Packard) should take 

advantage to get all of your medical forms signed by your physician. The forms are not 

interchangeable and are unique for each activity.

Forms absolutely will not be accepted after June 6, 2008.

Behavior and Medical Agreement 

All Scouts must have a completed behavior agreement.

Transportation 

All Scouts must have a completed Transportation agreement. All Scouts are encouraged to travel with 

the troop with the other Scouts on the bus. Last date for changes to the transportation portion of the 

form is on the morning of June 8

Consent to Leave Camp Form (Not required if a Scout is not leaving.) 

All Scouts who must leave the reservation during their stay must complete this form. Scouts are 

discouraged from leaving camp as it will impact any future advancement in honorary camping
