Our Troop has a Trek to Philmont 

Scout Reservation on Jul 5-Jul 17, 
2008. This opportunity typically 

occurs every other year. 

 
Our crew size is currently 9 

members - comprised of 6 scouts 
and 3 adults.

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Last month the Troop had an excellent opportunity to experience 

the value of òbeing preparedó during our brief time at the Red-

Tailed Hawk Camporee.  Though it was dark by the time camp 

was set up and the weather was good, conditions changed during 

the night and the event experienced a considerable amount of 

rainfall before morning.  To make matters a bit more difficult, 

vehicles were a long way off in the parking lot, making harder to get 

to any of those òextraó items that we sometimes stash away in the 

car  just in case. 

 

As everyone woke the next morning to a continuing rain, quick 

assessments were made as to how wet it was outside and inside 

various tents.

Breakfast 

under the canopy was simple, yet quick as we waited for the sky to 

clear up.  It didnõt. 

 

After the decision was made around noon to cancel the 

Camporee, and as we broke down the tents and campsite, I was 

pleased in the manner in which everyone worked to get everything 

organized for our return to the church and in how we got our gear 

packed up.  Throughout it all, there was little grumbling about the 

wetness or of the soaked gear. 

 

As a follow up, and in contrast to the Camporee, the Troop 

camped out at Red Cedar the following weekend.  The weather 

was incredible and everyone had a great time.  Though I know that 

the second campout was more fun, more was probably learned 

about camping during the previous week due to the rain and the 

problems that it presented.  I also suspect that the rain campout 

will be remembered far longer than the Red Cedar one (bad 

campout vs.  good campout).   

 

Iõd contend that the Camporee presented a greater 

opportunity to test whether or not you were prepared.  Those 

who remained dry or had all the gear they needed to stay dry came 

away more confident, while those who took on a little water learned 

from it and will most likely remember what they need to do next time.
