13"/14™ campout.

There will be a limited number of slots available for this event since a trained instructor at Powder Creek
Shooting Park will be teaching it. Those Scouts that sign up by the deadline of May 2" will be
guaranteed a slot. Request after the deadline will depend on availability.

Powder Creek is a Full Service Gun Club located four miles West of 1-435 on 87th Street and 3/8 of a mile
South on Monticello Road in the Western edge of Lenexa, Kansas.

Scouts must have completed Rifle Shooting Merit Badge prior to progressing to Shotgun Merit Badge.
The minimum weight of a Scout is 80 Ibs. so that they can adequately handle the 20 gage shotgun.

All materials (shotguns, training, training materials, hearing and eye protection, clay targets and two boxes
of shells) are provide for this event (lunch and any additional shells are not included). If possible, we will
cooking hot dogs out there otherwise we will need to take a sack lunch.

We will be meeting at the Presbyterian Church of Stanley at 8:00 a.m. and leaving at 8:15 a.m. we expect
to return at 2:00 p.m. Cost is $45.00 (unless additional shells are required).
